• An ESE teacher must be assigned to provide services to ESE students ALL class 

periods (direct instruction, co-teach or support facilitation/consult). If the ESE 
teacher has classes assigned that do not include ESE students, the teacher is 
not eligible for the ESE ETP supplement 

• If the teacher is providing support facilitation/consult services for any period, 
the list of students supported in each period and the location 
(teacher/class/room) the support is provided must be submitted 

• Minimum class size ratios for pure ESE classes should be met 
o ASD (P) = 5 
o IND (W) = 7 
o DHH/DS (H/O) = 6 
o TBI/OI/OHI (S, C, V) = 8 (ES & K8), 9 (MS & HS) 
o VI (I) = 5 
o EBD (J) = 8 (ES & K8), 10 (MS & HS) 
o SLD (K) = 10 (K8), 14 (ES), 18 (MS), 20 (HS) 

• ESE teachers assigned to Support Facilitation/Consult all class periods are not 
eligible for the ETPS 110F 

• Please note that if an ESE teacher has an extra teaching period that does not 
meet the criteria indicated above, the school will be responsible for funding 
the ETP Supplement.
